wretched, miserable, poor,

of relying on God)

Overcomes
How?

Wake up
strengthen things that 
remain
remember what you have 
seen and heard
Repent
keep it (standing firm, 
holding fast)

Hold fast to the Word buy from Him gold, white 
garments, eye salve

be zealous and repent

open the door for Jesus

overcame Satan by the 
blood of the Lamb

word of the testimony 
(Word of God)

did not love their life even 
when faced with death
