1:1-17 - Gospel - power of salvation 
- righteousness of God
1:18-32 - wrath of God revealed - 
depravity of man
2 - God’s judgment coming to the 
Jews
3:1-20 - there is no one righteous
3:21-31 - justified by faith apart from 
works of the law
4 - Abraham believed & it was 
reckoned to him as righteousness
5 - reconciled to God through Christ
6 - dead to sin - alive to Christ
7 - dead to the Law (the Law can’t 
sanctify)
8 - alive in the Spirit - we are more 
than conquerors
9 - God’s choice of Israel - God’s 
Sovereignty of God
10 - Israel’s rejection of God - 
Responsibility of man
11 - Israel’s rejection/Gentile’s 
reconciliation
11:29 - the gifts and calling are 
irrevocable (I John 2:18-19)

12:1-2 - present your bodies a living 
sacrifice - not being conformed to 
world but transformed by the 
renewing of our mind

12:3-8 - body - we are members of 
the body - gifts

12:9-21 - love without hypocrisy

13:1-7 - subject to governing 
authorities

13:8-14 - owe nothing to anyone but 
love

14 - weaker brother/stronger brother 
- don’t judge convictions

15:1-13 - accept one another just as 
Christ accepted you

15:14-33 - Paul’s example and plans

16:1-16 - greetings to people in 
service

16:17-20
- turn away from those who cause 

dissensions
- slaves to their own appetite
- smooth and flattering speech to 

deceive the unsuspecting
- wise in what is good
- innocent in what is evil

16:21-27 - God is able to establish 
you according to the Gospel - 
leading obedience of faith (Matt 
7:21)
