1. Protect the innocent, punish the guilty

2. Punishment is set - fits the crime

3. Make people think before they act

4. Holds us accountable for our behavior

5. Protect innocent people from the ungodly,
sinful man

Ecc 8:11 - when justice is not carried out
quickly - men will do evil

Mk 12:28-34 - Love God, Love neighbor

Ro 13:8-10 - love is the fulfillment of the law

I Cor 13:1-8 (vs 7)

- turn the other cheek

- Take shirt - give him your coat - love doesn't
seek personal justice - my character is never
altered by another's response to me

- Force to go a mile - go 2 - love goes beyond
what we are compelled to do

personal possessions
