Facts About Sacrifices Timing of Events

- water is coming out of the 
temple to the east and south - 
trickle, ankles, knees, loins, 
too deep to ford (1-5)


- Joel 3:18

- Lushness that comes in an 

otherwise desert region (6-7)

- So much water that the Dead 

Sea will turn into fresh water 
and fish will abound (8-10)


- Still be some salt water 
around it (11)


- Trees for food, fruit, leaves, 
healing (12) cf Rev 22:1-5


- Zech 14:1-11 - living waters 
flow from the temple (where 
God is present)

- Jer 17:13

- Jn 4:10-14

- Jn 7:38

- equal portions (47:13-14)

- Joseph gets double portion 

(Jacob made a promise - 
Gen 48:5-6, 22; 49:22-26)


Boundaries (15-17)


- bringing forth sons (47:22)

- Aliens who live among you 

(47:23) cf Lev 19:34


Chap 48

Division of the land

- northern (1-7)

- Holy Allotment (8-20)

- Prince’s land (21-22)

- Southern (23-29)

- City (30-34) - 6 mile 

perimeter - 3 gates on 
each side


Name of the city the Lord is 
there (35)

Heb 10:4

- it is impossible for the blood of 

animals to take away sins


Acts 4:12

- there is salvation in no other 

(Jn 14:6)

- No name can save other than 

Jesus


Gal 3:11

- no one is justified by the Law - 

the righteous man lives by 
faith


Gal 3:23

- before faith we were kept 

locked up under the law until 
faith was revealed


Salvation can’t be obtained by 
sacrifices and offerings - they 
are reminders and 
remembrances of our need for 
a Savior


I Sam 15:22 - to obey is better 
than sacrifice - God calls us to a 
life of obedience


Rev 19:1 - after these things - 
seals, trumpets, bowls, Babylon 
judged


Rev 19:7-10 - Marriage of the 
Lamb

- bride made herself ready

- Fine linen, bright and clean

- Righteous acts of the saints


Rev 19:11-16 - Coming of Christ

- armies clothed in fine linen, 

white and clean

- Comes with a sword - strike 

down the nations

- Rule them with a rod of iron


Rev 19:17-21 - Great supper of 
God


Rev 20:1-3 -Satan bound for 
1,000 yrs - can’t deceive the 
nations


Rev 20:4-6 - righteous who had 
died during the tribulation will 
come to life and reign with Christ 
for 1,000 years


Ezekiel 40-48 - 1,000 years

Heb 5:5-10 - Jesus is the 
source of eternal salvation to 
those who obey Him (Mt 
7:21-23)


Eph 3:4-7 - Gentiles are 
fellow heirs and members of 
the body - partakers of the 
promise


Eph 5:25-32 - Christ gave 
Himself for her, sanctified 
her, cleansed her, to present 
the bride having no spot or 
wrinkle - holy and blameless


I Thes 4:13-17 - Lord will 
descend and the dead and 
the living will be caught up 
together with Him in the 
clouds


I Cor 15:50-54 - in a moment 
we will all be changed


Rev 19:7-8, 13 - bride of 
Christ


Zech 14:5-9 - the Lord will 
come with His holy ones

Ez 37:26-28

- God will make a covenant 

of peace with them

- Everlasting covenant

- Place them

- Multiply them

- My sanctuary in their midst

- He will be their God

- Nations will know that He is 

the Lord


Ez 45:16-17, 21-25

- people bring offerings to the 

prince - prince supplies 
offerings for the people


Is 65:19-25

- no weeping, crying

- Long life

- Build and plant vineyards

- Offspring will be blessed

- Wolf and the lamb graze

Mt 25:31-46 - separating of the 
sheep and the goats

- All the nations will be gathered

- Then the righteous will be 

separated and let into the 
kingdom


- The wicked will go to eternal 
punishment


- ONLY THE RIGHTEOUS come 
into the millennial kingdom


Zech 14:16-19

- any who were left of all the 

nations will come to Jerusalem 
to celebrate


- If they don’t God will withhold 
the rain - punishment


Rev 20:1-3, 7-10

- Satan can’t deceive the nations

- Released at the end of the 

1,000 years

- When released he will deceive 

the nations - like the sands of 
the seashore


- Surrounded the city of the 
saints


- God devours them with fire

Rev 20:11-22:21

- The kingdom that God is 

creating for us

- No death, mourning

- Beauty that is beyond 

comprehension

- God and the Lamb are the 

temple and the light

- Nations will walk by their light

- Kings of the earth will bring 

their glory into it

- Glory and honor of the 

nation’s are brought into it

- Seeking an everlasting city

- Sacrifice of praise to God

- Don’t neglect doing good


Heb 11:8-10, 13-16

- land of promise

- City whose architect was God

- Strangers and exiles on earth

- Better country - heavenly one 

- God won’t be ashamed of 
them - He prepared a city for 
them
