4th Beast - Daniel 7

The Dragon - Revelation 12

2 Beasts - Revelation 13

4 beasts

- from the sea (3) = kings that arise
from the earth (17)

- 4th kingdom on earth (24)

Beast

- different (7, 19, 23)

- Dreadful, terrifying, extremely strong
(7,19)

- Large iron teeth, claws of bronze (7,
19)

- Devoured, crushed, trampled the
remainder - the whole earth (7, 19,
23)

- Had 10 horns (7, 20) = 10 kings (24)

Little Horn

- came up (8, 20, 24) = king

- Pulled out 3 horns by roots - subdued
3 kings (8, 20, 24)

- Possessed eyes like a man (8, 20)

- Mouth utter great boasts - speak out
against the Most High (8, 11, 20, 25)

- Larger than his associates (20)

- Waging war with the saints - wearing
them down - overpowering them (21,
25)

- Makes changes in times and law (25)

- Saints given into hands or time, times
and half a time - 1,260 days, 42
months = 3 1/2 years (25)

Sign - woman

- clothed in the sun

- Moon under her feet

- Crown on head - 12 stars (1)

- With child about to give birth (2)

2nd sign - great red dragon

- 7 heads (3)

- 10 horns (3)

- 7 diadems (3)

- Tail swept 1/3 of stars - threw them to
earth (4)

- Sought to devour the child of the
woman (4)

- Serpent of old, devil, Satan (9)

- Deceives the whole world (9)

- Accuser of the brethren (10)

Child

- male child (5)

- Rule all the nations with a rod of iron
(5)

- Caught up to God’s throne (5)

Woman

- fled to wilderness (6)

- Place prepared - nourished - 1,260
days

Dragon stood on the shore (1)

Beast comes out of the sea (1)

- 10 horns (1)

- 7 heads (1)

- 10 diadems on his horns (1)

- Blasphemous names on heads (1)

- Like a lion, bear, leopard (2)

- Satan gave him power, his throne,
and authority (2)

- One head was slain - fatal wound had
been healed (3)

- Whole earth was amazed and
followed (3)

- The earth worshipped the dragon and
the beast (4)

- Mouth spoke arrogant words and
blasphemies (against God, His name,
His tabernacle) (5-6)

- Authority to act for 42 months (5)

- Make war with the saints and
overcome them (7)

- Authority over every tribe, people,
tongue, nation (7)

- Earth dwellers worship him - those
whose names not in the Lamb’s book
of life (8)




Ancient of Days (God)

- (God) came in judgement (9-10, 22,
26)

- Court sat, opened the books (10)

- His (beasts) dominion will be taken,
annihilated, destroyed forever (26)

- Beast will be slain, thrown into
burning fire (11)

- Jesus is given dominion , glory,
kingdom forever (14)

- Saints of the Highest One will receive
and possess kingdom forever (18, 22,
27)

War in Heaven

- Michael and his angels against
dragon and his angels (7)

- Dragon and his angels not strong
enough - no longer a place found for
them in heaven (8)

- Thrown down to earth (9)

Victory in Heaven

- Kingdom of God and the authority of
His Christ have come (10)

- Brethren overcame the dragon by the
blood of the Lamb and the word of
their testimony (11)

- Rejoice o heavens (12)

Woe to Earth and Sea

- devil came down having great wrath
and a short time (12)

- Persecuted the woman (13)

- 2 wings given - fly to wilderness and
nourished for 3 1/2 years (14)

- Serpent trying to sweep her away
with water (15)

- Earth drank up the water (16)

- Dragon enraged - went after the rest
of her children - those who keep his
commandments and hold to the
testimony of Jesus (17)

2nd Beast

- coming out of the earth (11)

- 2 horns like a lamb (11)

- Spoke as a dragon (11)

- Exercises all authority of the 1st
beast in his presence (12, 14)

- Makes those who dwell on the earth
worship the first beast (12)

- Perform signs even making fire come
down from heaven (13)

- He deceives them (14)

- Make an image of 1st beast (14)

- Gives breath to the beast so it can
speak (15)

- Kill those who don’t worship the beast
(15)

- Cause all to be given mark - right
hand or forehead (16)

- No one can buy or sell without the
mark (17)

- Number of the beast - 666 (18)
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
