HIGH CALLING - serious warnings to
the church (Rev 2:5; 3:15-20)

body/church - God’s representative on

earth

- Pastors

- People (believers) are also reps

- All priests, all ambassadors

- Each is called to take the message of
salvation to the world

- Pastors are to equip us to take the
message

- Living out what we say we believe

Within the body

- no habitual sin inside the body

- Ro 6:2, 10; | Peter 3:18

- He 13:11-15

- Outside was a place of uncleanness

- 1 Cor 6:9-10; Gal 5:19-21; Eph 5:5

- Rev 22:15; Mt 8:12; 22:13; 25:30 (cf
Col 1:12-13 - contrast to being in the
dark vs in the Light)

- Mt 18:15-17 - church discipline

- | Cor 5:1-13 - remove the sin from the
church

- DON'T JUDGE ME - Mt 7:1-5

- Why deal with sin | Cor 5:6-8; Gal 5:9

Should someone living in sin be in
authority?

Better question - should someone living
in sin be in the church?

Adam - head of the family

- 1 Tim 2:14 - woman was deceived

- Gen. 3:17 - heeded the voice of the
wife over God

Korah (Number 16:1-41)

- gathered 250 men - leaders

- Grumbled against Moses/ God
- Ground swallowed them up

Moses (Numbers 20:1-13)

- people grumbled

- Told to speak to the rock

- Hit it twice

- God kept him out of the promised
land because he didn’t treat God as
holy

Prophecy against shepherds - Ez
34:1-10

Condemnations of Scribes and
Pharisees - Mt 23:1-36

James 3:1 - teachers incur a stricter
judgement

- teaches students how to apply
teachings to their everyday life

Il Cor 5:10 - we are going to give an
account for what we have done
(I Cor 3:10-15 - what we build with)

Mt 18:6 - warning to not cause people
to stumble
