Why written - 13:22
exhortation - encouragement to run the race
briefly

good things that they did
6:10 - showed love and ministered to the saints
10:32-34 - had possessions taken but they had an everlasting 
one
13:1 - let the love of the brethren continue

bad things
5:11-12 - dull of hearing - immature
10:25 - forsaking the assembling together - darkness doesn’t like 
the light
12:1, 5 - they have become encumbered - not running with 
endurance - forgotten the encouragement

1:1 - they were not ignorant to what God’s Word said
1:2 - God spoke through His Son
2:1-3 - they were in danger of neglecting God’s way of salvation

You are not Him

until I am willing to heed - I will not be willing to hear - and if I 
don’t hear I will begin to drift
